Actual sit'n: Shinran leaves training to Kaishou's chamber servants- younger gran'fers or new body servants since he bound his hair. 

May spend one siesta or evening a week with Kaishou; otherwise devotes himself to affairs with young nobles at court in general and one of Kaishou's attendants in particular. 

Where does the leak come from?

1. Kaishou's bathmen know Shinran not present after siestas and in evening - Kaishou bathes alone. Because Shinran slights K's bathmen? Because shinran has strange tastes and will only use his own men? Say nothing except among themselves: inner chamber business. **probably one source: will talk to Kaiei's bathman. 2. Kaishou's gran'fers know they do bulk of training. Slight to their prince which they resent but can't say anything about because of Shinran's rank; also feeling Shinran is outsider and Kaishou is better off with them? Is why they let the matter continue?

3. Kaishou's new chamber servants from Southern Ocean/ Goushou's household. Treated with coldness by head gran'fer, other gran'fers follow suit. Know of Shinran's absence: must assume it's Shinran's doing, not granfers'. May feel honour of SOcean affected, want to give a hint somewhere? Hourin?

4. Shinran's bathmen know he spends siestas and evenings with his favourites but don't talk- eastern maelstrom business. Shasai 

5. Shinran himself puts moves on Hourin? Or goes after Prince of Eocean as one more suitable to his rank? **at some point Shinran makes an assignation at a time when he should be with Kaishou. 

--Shinran has assignation with lover when he should be with Kaishou; lover has rendezvous with Kaiei which he cancels

How does Shinran feel?

Shinran's attitude is that one needn't devote oneself seriously to Younger until after first Crossing, or even later. Younger is a boy, he's used to men, naturally the minutiae of training should be left to servants while one amuses oneself with the men available. 

Question: possible urami because Goushou didn't tryst with him on his arrival?

Goushou thinks it too much like checking out S's qualifications. In fact, has a certain dislike of him already because of his father. Properly speaking, a father may tryst with his son's designated Older, but the more prudish won't because of the hint of incest. Shinran truly resents this? or makes it an excuse?

His own training- naturally the centre of his Older's attention because he's the Duke's heir. But Kaishou is an adopted son, the third son's child, and not 'really' the prince of the southern ocean.

Question: attitudes to adoption. Background for Ason.
